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2008-115 AUDIT SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES—Department of Fish and Game’s Bay-
Delta Sport Fishing Enhancement Stamp 
 
 
 

The audit by the Bureau of State Audits will provide independently developed and 
verified information related to the fishing stamp program and would include, but not be 
limited to, the following: 

 
1. Review and evaluate the laws, rules, and regulations significant to the audit 

objectives. 
 

2. Review the department’s proposed budget and the budgets signed into legislation 
since 2004.  Determine the department’s spending authority in regards to the 
fishing stamp revenues for each year and if no spending authority was given, 
determine the reasons why.   

 
3. Identify fishing stamp revenues and expenditures of those funds since the 

inception of the program (2004).  Review and assess the reasonableness and 
appropriateness of expenditures made and whether they comply with the law.   

 
4. Review and assess the department’s annual reports to the advisory committee 

since 2004 regarding the fishing stamp revenue and expenses.  Ensure the reports 
are reasonable, adequately supported, and include all items specified in the law.
